Walk, Stroll ôn Roll, Sept. 18, 9 to 11 am 
Parishioner Lenore Schultz says: 
òBefore I was struck with the disease 
ôhereditary Ataxiaõ at the age of 32, I used to 
love to compete in cross country ski races 
(several Birkies) and triathalons. At 34, I was 
left to raise my daughter Clara alone. Because 
Iõd been very active, this neuromuscular de-
generative disease did not prevent me 
from  skiing, biking, swimming or run-
ning until I was 38.  And, in fact, I even 
did the Lifetime Fitness triathalon in 
July 2009! 
 

Ataxia is rarer than MS or Parkinsonõs. 
Itõs a disease of the brain which slowly 
prevents a person from doing the 

things that they once did. Itõs mostly 
balance and coordination that are lost. 
The cerebellum is unable to communi-
cate correctly to all oneõs muscles, so movement doesnõt 
occur as the body is told, or as the environment requires.   
 

The MN Walk, Stroll ôn Roll is a fundraiser for the National 
Ataxia Foundation, and an opportunity for family and 
friends to become more aware of this disease while raising 
funds for research.  The event will be at Wolfe Park, on W. 
36th Street in St. Louis Park, just 0.3 miles east of Hwy. 
100. 
 

There will be food, music and fun along with the event, and 
I hope youõll consider joining me there.
