
Itôs a worthy cause, and we believe in it.  Rainwater shouldnôt be directed into the city sanitary 

sewer by drain pipes and window well drains,  threatening the overflow of sanitary sewers into 

the Mississippi.  But, in 1948, thatôs how lots of buildings, such as our church and Priory, were 

designed.  Our pipes could not be redirected, as they run under the church building (thatôs the 

lemon.) We consulted with several experts for another solution the city would accept.. Phase III 

provides up-to-code coverings for our many window wells  The new coverings will keep out most 

of the water while still permitting light and fresh air.  Lemonade, right?
